Civic Engagement to me is …
· Opportunities to volunteer with my neighbors in my neighborhood
· City NET team training and planning
· SOLVE cleanup

· Neighborhood meetings that allow residents to introduce new issues they may not be sure what to do about, or how best to influence a city proces

· Neighborhood Coalitions enable civic engagement by:
· Facilitate collaborating with other neighborhoods on common issues in our area
· Congestion on roads over west hills
· Wildfire planning/prevention in and around Forest Park
· City budgets
· Fund neighborhood communication projects such as neighborhood mailings & outreach on neighborhood specific projects
· Put together neighborhood announcements in our local paper
· Provide training and skill building for neighborhood leaders
· Help with web site development and hosting
What should Portland provide all communities?
· Opportunities to engage with their neighbors in neighborhood associations – civic engagement often begins through issues that affect your home & transportation
· Opportunities to engage is development of bureau budgets before they are submitted to the city for consideration by the Mayor.
· Help building community/neighborhood email lists
· Open houses that are not limited to NE Portland, and more than one open house in 5 should be advertised for English speakers.
· Opportunities for the neighborhood to apply for grants, such as Metro Central Enhancement Grants, small grants and communication fund grants from neighborhood coalitions.
· Support both neighborhoods and non-location based communities equally so that city residents have multiple ways to engage with the city and build communities that matter to them.
What are unique things your community needs from City of Portland?
· City cooperation with Multnomah County and Washington County to solve unique congestion issues on limited roads over the west hills.
· Support for wildfire planning for neighborhoods around Forest Park.
How could OCCL build a better relationship with you?
· Provide more support for my neighborhood association and neighborhood coalition, for example advice and resources for building our email list so we can more effectively reach out to all of our residents.
· Provide effective public involvement opportunities for the first phase of the city’s budget process, when bureau budgets are developed.
· Remember that civic engagement often begins over local issues near your home and school, and that for many issues (emergency preparedness and problems with local code violations, for example) neighborhood associations offer important resources and connections for local residents, helping them learn how to effectively engage with the city and with each other.
